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2.2 English:
* Develop in-depth writing tasks for P.5 students.

» Process writing was adopted as the basis for the writing programme as a
continuation of the P4 work in the previous year. Different text types with different
topics were covered in line with the GE text book, including exchange text,
descriptive writing, questionnaire/report and procedural writing. Based on the
feedback and observations from last year’s P4 work, students follow a 4-week unit in
the following format: pre-writing, whole class writing (brainstorm, revise and edit),
group writing (brainstorm, revise and edit), individual writing (write, revise, edit,
publish), feedback and follow up.

» Students seem to benefit from repetition of writing patterns but higher ability
students need to be pushed with regard to the length and the language used.
Students benefit from class brainstorming and completed classwork is left in the
classroom for students to refer to. All students, emergent learners, in particular
would benefit from more practice of verbalizing their ideas and thoughts before
writing.

* Arrange relevant e-learning workshops for teachers through EDB, NET Section or other
organizations.

» Teachers have already attended different workshops organized by EDB.
* Design suitable materials for each writing task in co-planning meetings.

» The co-planning is a good opportunity for the teachers in the same form to discuss
the foreseeable problems in the lessons and the possible solutions for them. New
teachers can learn about strategies to handle different topics from experienced
teachers. As for peer observation, the general consensus was that it can allow
teachers to understand better the real situation of different classes of the same
level. It helps teachers to pay more attention to learner diversity during co-planning
meetings. Hence, when they think of different learning activities, they can try to
consider different classes’ ability and adapt the level of difficulty to better suit the

needs of students.
* Publish students” works to enhance students’ motivation in writing
