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*A second NET, , is employed for conducting P.1, P.2 PLP-R/W lessons, P.3 speaking
lessons and P.4 writing lessons this year. P.1- P.4 LETs have co-taught with him.

*The co-planning has been useful. The NET worked with the P.1- P.4 LETs to adapt and
modify the current English learning materials to cater for the learner diversity of our
students. The NET and the LETs discussed and reflected on student progress and
therefore any changes or adaptation further needed.

*The NET also had an ECA class (English Group) with the English Ambassadors. He
trained the students for helping in the English activities, eg. the Spelling and Reading
Aloud Programme and the lunch time broadcast. Additionally, he helped training
students for participating in public speaking competition and conducted Mock
Interviews for practice with the P.6 students.

* Teachers agreed that greater support for our diverse students is provided by having 2
teachers during lessons. They appreciated the NET putting effort in preparing materials
and enjoyed co-teaching with him.

* A majority of students showed progress in their writing and greater motivation to learn
English.
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
