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first term. Lessons were co-taught by NET2 and LETs.

* Having two teachers in lessons provided greater support for
our diverse students. Teachers appreciated NET 2 putting in
effort to prepare materials and enjoyed co-teaching with her.
Students could apply the reading skills for their reading. Also,
they showed progress in their oral English ability and were
managed to organize the ideas in their presentation.

* Co-planning time was useful. NET 2 and the LETs discussed and
reflected on student progress and learner diversity that NET2
could design relevant and suitable reading comprehension
worksheets for students with different abilties.

*In addition, she helped organise several English activities, such
as English Tuesdays and Thanksgiving activities. She has shown
a good team spirit. Students enjoyed those activities and they
could applied English in an authentic situation.

* By the end of 1st term, NET2 resigned for personal reasons.
However, the agency were unable to provid another NET who
meets the qualification (least one-year full time teaching
experience in primary school) required by our school.
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
