Late and Absence

In response to the problems of students being late and absent from class, the school will take the
following measures in the 2023-2024 school year.

1. Late

Students should arrive at school before 8 a.m. for morning reading session. If a student arrives at school
after 8:20 a.m., he or she will be considered late. Every time a student is late, the class teacher will sign the
"Student Late Record" in the handbook for parents to know and sign. Students who are late 10 times or more

in a term, their conduct marks will be deducted.

2. Absence
i. Students who ask for leave must notify the school:
1. Sick leave: You can call the school to ask for leave after 7:45 in the morning on the same day.

2. Personal leave: You must fill in the student handbook or write to the school to request for a
leave.

ii. The number of days students attend school should not be less than 80% of the total school days,
otherwise it may affect their promotion. If the child is not ill or has a family crisis, parents are
requested not to take a personal leave for the child. This may affect the child's study and attendance
rate. Please pay attention to the above.

iii. If you need to take personal leave for your children for three days or more due to special accidents,
parents must write to the school to apply. If there is no valid reason, the school will not approve the
leave. If the student is absent from class without the school's approval, it will be regarded as truancy.

iv. School reassure parents that allowance will be given to the affected students for lateness or absence
from school at parents’ discretion on the day with inclement weather or flooding and such students
will not be penalized for that reason. :

Punctuality and diligence are good moral qualities, and they are also qualities that students must have
when working in society in the future. Students must cultivate them from an early age. Parents are expected to
cooperate with schools to cultivate good habits of punctuality and diligence in their children.
